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The dissertation has made a retrospective analysis of the establishment and
development of boarding facilities in Transcarpathia in the first half of the twentieth
century. The available historical and pedagogical researches comprehensive analysis and
critical rethinking confirm the urgency of the boarding schools in Ukraine activity
development and modernization problem by isolation, systematization and actualization
of the national retrospective experience, the integrity of which is ensured by its
identification in different regions of our country. The chronological boundaries of
historical and pedagogical research on the boarding schools’ activity in Transcarpathia
are mainly determined by the period of its entry into the Soviet Union and modern
Ukraine. The boarding schools’ formation and development process in Transcarpathia in
the first half of the twentieth century takes place during involving Transcarpathian lands
into various European states, which contributes to the introduction of European
experience of boarding education, synthesis of various approaches to European models
of children’s public education, which determines the relevance of the dissertation.

The thesis describes the source base of the study, which made it possible to
distinguish the following groups of documentary and factual materials: 1) regulations
(laws, circulars, orders, orders of Ministries, territorial departments of education and
social care, etc.); 2) constituent documents (statutes, regulations, job descriptions, etc.);
3) reporting information (statistics on the number of boarding institutions, pupils,
financial reports, etc.); 4) educational documentation (class magazines, placards);
5) conferences, congresses, training courses materials for the boarding schools’

employees, etc .; 6) the boarding schools pupils’ personal affairs.



In accordance with the chronological boundaries of the study and the objective-
historical conditions, the main stages in the boarding schools’ establishment and
development were identified: Stage | (1901 — 1919) — a legal framework creation for the
state boarding institutions functioning; Stage Il (1919 — 1938) — the educational work
system improvement in boarding schools); Stage Il (1939 — 1944) — the boarding
education pedagogical practice collapse, influence spreading on the religious and social
organizations’ development.

The essence of the concept “social and pedagogical foundations of the boarding-
type institutions’ establishment and development process” has been clarified as a set of
social (society social and economical development level in a certain historical period,
demographical, ethnical, cultural indicators of its development, social institutions
development level, state policy on observance of particular state citizens’ rights and
freedoms) and pedagogical (the pedagogical theory and practice development level,
education and schooling dissemination, regulatory support to the institution social care
and childcare, pedagogical staff) conditions that led to changes in the activities of
boarding schools, depending on the social and educational policies of the states, which
included Transcarpathia in the first half of the twentieth century.

The social and pedagogical bases of the boarding facilities in Transcarpathia
establishment and development process in accordance with the developed periodization
and taking into account changes in the state-territorial subordination of the region are
substantiated:

Stage I: 1) social and economical and demographical factors that resulted in a
number of orphans increasing, including social orphans, children with disabilities who
needed special conditions for development and upbringing, increased infant mortality;
2) The Act VIII “On State Children's Shelters” (1901), Law XXI “On Children Who Have
Been 7 Years of Age and in Need of State Aid” (1901) adoption, which regulated the
children’s shelters, homes and other boarding facilities creation, financial support and
functioning; 3) the issue of Roma children enrolling in boarding schools regulation at the
legislative level (Order of the Hungarian Royal Ministry of the Interior No. 84010-1916
“On the Admission of Gypsy Orphans to Orphanages” (1916)); 4) the charity in various



forms development for residential institutions support; 5) state orphanages, state
children's settlements, orphanages and other forms of public education for orphans and
children deprived of parental care, and children who are due to physical and mental
characteristics required special care and upbringing conditions network creation;

Stage I1: 1) Social and economical factors which resulted in the number of orphans
increasing, including social ones, due to the loss of breadwinners during the First World
War; low level of medical care and hygiene culture, especially in remote and mountainous
districts of the region, which led to various diseases spreading; 2) the administrative units
creation in 1919 school abstract, which coordinated the activities of education and
schooling, and in 1920 the social custody abstract that provided custody of children,
youth, the war veterans, and performed the functions of the region population social
protection; 3) the boarding schools activities were regulated in parallel by the existing
Austro-Hungarian laws and the new laws (Law 256 “On the orphans and children born
out of wedlock protection” (1921), Law 56 “On adoption” (1928). Law 29 “On State
Protection of Orphaned and Out-of-Marriage Children” (1930), which defined the
requirements for boarding schools activities, their organization and management and the
state control providing over their activities; 4) in the field of the Roma population’s social
care and upbringing, the project of creating the first state elementary school for Roma
children was implemented; 5) further support was given to boarding schools by state
institutions (Land Guardianship of Youth with its twelve district branches) and charitable
foundations and organizations (Czechoslovakian Red Cross, Maternal and Child
Protection, Masaryk League against Tuberculosis, Union of Czechoslovakian Skauts
etc.);

Stage I11: 1) the Hungarian Government laws political renewal which were in force
before the Treaty of Trianon (1919); 2) the World War 11 outbreak; 3) economical and
demographical crises deepening, which affected at the staffing and logistics of the
educational process in boarding schools; 4) religious and public organizations of Hungary
influence expanding on the boarding education development (League for the Protection
of Children, “Levente”, “Hungarian for Hungarians”, etc.) in providing livelihoods for

orphanages and other boarding institutions.



The peculiarities of organization, subordination and management, staffing and
content of boarding institutions activity in Transcarpathia region in the period under study
are determined:

Stage | - Organization: State Orphanage in Mukachevo (1901), that included: State
Orphanage for Children with Disabilities in Mental Development in Nad Sevliush, State
Orphanage Shelter in Uzhgorod, children's settlements (at a doctor presence, school, at
least 30 families), health resort in the village Polyana, shelters for newborns;
subordination: Hungarian Ministry of Internal Affairs, General Directorate for the
Protection of Children, State Supervision of Child Shelters; management: headmaster -
chief medical officer, district doctor, district inspector, public representative (mostly
women), regional council of children's shelter in Mukachevo (district councils
representatives, public self-government bodies, children's shelters heads), state council
for protection of children in Budapest (children's shelters and the Ministry of Internal
Affairs regional councils representatives); staffing: availability of a document on
pedagogical education for work in public schools, tutors course training organization for
work with newborns, self-educational activities for the study of medical and
methodological literature; content of activity: the main provisions of the Laws “On
Preschool Education” (1891), “On Public Education” (1868) implementation; support for
gifted students; keeping records of Roma children and determining their social status;
arranging infants and providing compulsory breastfeeding through co-location of mother
and baby; compulsory labor education.

Stage Il - organization: an existing network expansion by such institutions as State
Asylum for Cripples in Mukachevo, State Boarding School for Blind Children in
Mukachevo, auxiliary schools / classes for underprivileged children, boarding schools at
educational institutions (civic schools), gymnasiums, seminaries, etc.), private children's
shelters, religious children's shelters (“Erzsébet”, “Holy Family”), shelters for unmarried
mothers, health colonies (Kvasy village, Antalovtsi village); subordination: Ministry of
Social Welfare in Prague, Civic Administration of Subcarpathian Rus in Uzhgorod,
Summary of School Management, Abstract of Social Welfare; management: headmaster-

chief medical officer, heads of structural units, school inspector, schools and institutions



for children with disabilities work inspectorate, supervisory board for guardianship and
care (representatives of the authorities, judicial authorities, communities); stuff resources:
the teacher’s qualification exams certificate availability, specialists special training and
professional qualification through organization of internships improvement, pedagogical
courses, participation in pedagogical and social-medical congresses, conferences, filling
of library funds with scientific and methodological literature; and didactic content of the
boarding schools’ activities in professional journals; the activity content: the Small
School Law in the Czechs (1921) main provisions implementation, including the
operation of specialized boarding schools for children with developmental disabilities;
individual training introduction; providing opportunities for mother-tongue education and
upbringing through the creation of children's settlements, taking into account the
linguistic and cultural environment in which the children were born (Rusyn, Hungarian,
Slovak, etc.); preventing and combating child begging; creation of counseling centers for
preventive and educational work with young mothers (“Mother and Child Care”, “Our
Children”); preparation of pupils for adulthood through education, including pupils with
hearing and visual impairments, acquisition of self-care skills, skills in housekeeping,
gardening, viticulture and horticulture, as well as gaining professional skills in tailor, shoe
and carpentry crafts; pupils participation in activities organized within the communities
on the territory of which the orphanages, shelters, settlements, etc. were situated.

Stage |11 - organization: remains the same as in the previous stages; subordination:
Regency Commissariat of Subcarpathia in Uzhgorod, Ministry of Internal Affairs of
Hungary; management: headmaster - chief medical officer managing the children's
settlement, chief district headmaster, orphan district court; staffing: the elementary or
civic school teacher’s qualification exams certificate availability, introduction of
specialists in childhood protection two-year courses; content of activity: the law “On
public education” (1868) content implementation; charity events organization, labor
education and training; religious and patriotic education.

It was revealed that the clear regulation of the boarding institutions activity by
legislative and regulatory states acts, ensuring continuity within the state-territorial

subordination of Transcarpathian lands; the child’s right to be brought up in family or



close to family ensuring; the child's right to health care, treatment and rehabilitation
realization; the residential care facilities network gradual expansion, taking into account
the specificity of the contingent; orientation of residential care institutions to the
vocational orientation of the pupils, their realization and self-realization in the social
environment after being in a residential institution; cooperation of boarding institutions
with local communities, religious and charitable organizations, foundations, etc. were
Transcarpathian boarding institutions establishment and development process main
tendencies in the first half of the twentieth century.

Constructive retro experience of the boarding schools’ activity in Transcarpathia in
the first half of the twentieth century in the conditions of reforming modern boarding
education in Ukraine has been updated: boarding schools’ network optimization; creation
of conditions for alternative forms of public education for orphans and children without
parental care; conducting large-scale educational and preventative work aimed at
preventing social orphans; the content of teacher training in the inclusive education
context through the study of disciplines familiar with the education and upbringing of
children in need of inclusive education methods improving; the cooperation of residential
institutions with local communities expanding in order to further integrate pupils into
public life.

The scientific novelty and the theoretical significance of the results on the basis
of systematic retrospective analysis, the social and pedagogical foundations of
Transcarpathian boarding institutions establishment and development in the first half of
the twentieth century were investigated in the system of transformational changes that
took place in the context of state-territorial subordination of Transcarpathian lands
(including to The Austro-Hungarian Empire, the Czechoslovak Republic, and Hungary);
the conditions, which influenced the chronological limits of the study, the process of
formation and development of residential institutions: social and pedagogical were
described; the boarding institutions establishment and development in Transcarpathia in
the first half of the twentieth century process’ periodization is substantiated: Stage | (1901
—1919) —a legal framework creation for the state boarding institutions functioning; Stage

I1 (1919 — 1938) — the educational work system improvement in boarding schools); Stage



11 (1939 — 1944) — the boarding education pedagogical practice collapse, influence
spreading on the religious and social organizations’ development; the European
countries(Austria-Hungary, Czechoslovakia, Hungary) legislation, where territorially (in
chronology) belonged modern Transcarpathian lands, influence on the boarding
education formation and development is obtained; the organization, subordination and
management, staffing and Transcarpathian boarding institutions’ activities content
peculiarities in the period under study are determined and the main tendencies in their
development are systematized in accordance with the developed periodization. The little-
known archival sources and normative-legal documents which considerably enrich the
source base of the national historical-pedagogical science are introduced to the actual
research plane. Further development was gained by constructive ideas from the
experience of Transcarpathian boarding schools in the first half of the twentieth century.

The practical significance is that the justification of social and pedagogical
foundations, the Transcarpathian boarding type institutions formation and development
process features and tendencies identification in the first half of the twentieth century
allows to provide objective historical events number interpretation, facts about its
organization and content depending on the state-territorial subordination taking into
account the Transcarpathian region multicultural nature. The main provisions and
conclusions of the study are reflected in the educational-methodological textbook
“Transcarpathian Primary School: guidelines for the topic “The boarding schools in
Transcarpathia establishment and development social and pedagogical foundations”
study and introduced in the educational process of primary and secondary school
teachers’ preparation.
