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1. PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES OF THE EDUCATIONAL DISCIPLINE
The main purpose of the discipline is to acquaint postgraduate students with the receptive
paradigm of Ukrainian historiography of the end of the 19th and beginning of the 21st centuries,
using the example of the reception of Mykhailo Hrushevsky's creative heritage in the world
historiography.

To develop such post-graduate students' competencies as:
a) General competencies:
e ability to work with source base;
e ability to conduct analysis of the works of researchers of any historiographical period;
e  ability to apply elements of external and internal criticism of sources;
e ability to logically build the structure of scientific research, to apply appropriate methods of
its implementation, to carry out quantitative and qualitative interpretation of the obtained results;
e ability to master the operations of analysis, synthesis, contrasting, comparison of
historiographical facts and phenomena to solve various scientific and research tasks;
e  ability to create and apply diagnostic tools to solve various scientific problems.

b) Professional competencies:

» ability to solve complex problems in the field of receptive historiography, to analyze them in
various scientific contexts;

» ability to investigate the recession of the creative work of outstanding representatives of Ukrainian
science and to carry out research and innovation activities based on rethinking existing and creating
new theoretical knowledge;

« ability to use the conceptual and categorical apparatus of receptive historiography;

« ability to form original ideas, apply them to solve theoretical and practical scientific problems,
observing methodological correctness.

Programme learning outcomes:

« knowledge of the specifics of receptive Hrushevsky studies and the introduction of new
documentary materials into scientific circulation;

« ability to plan and implement one's own research in the field of receptive historiography, which is
distinguished by scientific novelty, has theoretical value and practical significance, is carried out
taking into account the criticism of sources and the analysis of the historiography of the problem;

- ability to analyze the reception of Mykhailo Hrushevsky's creative heritage in the world
humanitarianism of the end of the 19th - beginning of the 21st century taking into account the
peculiarities of historiographical paradigms and national traditions.

2. PREREQUISITES FOR STUDYING THE EDUCATIONAL DISCIPLINE
The discipline is studied after mastering the academic disciplines "Ukrainian
Historiography™ and "Hrushevsky Studies".

3. EXPECTED LEARNING OUTCOMES

According to the requirements of the educational programme, post-graduate students must

know:
« the peculiarities of the reception of Hrushevsky studies during the end of the 19th and the
beginning of the 21st centuries;
« the state of research of receptive images of M. Hrushevsky, the degree of study of certain aspects
of the topic, the main directions, achievements of historiography, the main debatable issues
regarding the construction of historiographic images of M. Hrushevsky in the Humanities of his
time and subsequent historiographical periods.

be able to:
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« analyze, critically evaluate and interpret historiographical constructs, in which evaluative
interpretations of M. Hrushevsky's diverse activities were manifested;

» use historiographical terminology in oral and written forms;

» master modern methodological culture.

4. CRITERIA FOR ASSESSMENT OF LEARNING OUTCOMES
The assessment is carried out according to the scales: 100-point, national and ECTS

A (90 — 100) — "credited™ (excellent performance with minor mistakes): a postgraduate
student is awarded for completing the full scope of the course programme and an individual task:
the student possesses the terminological apparatus through the assimilation of concepts and
categories, characterizes historiographical phenomena and processes; characterizes the stages of
development of the receptive Hrushevsky studies of the late 19th and early 21st centuries; analyzes
the peculiarities of the complex of historiographical sources; knows the general basics of historical
methodology; knows how to work with the source database; analyzes the works of researchers of
any period; knows how to logically build the structure of scientific research, applies appropriate
methods of its implementation, carries out quantitative and qualitative interpretation of the obtained
results; possesses operations of analysis, synthesis, contrasting, comparison of historiographical
facts and phenomena to solve various scientific and research tasks;

B (82 — 89) — ""credited™ (very good performance with a few mistakes): is awarded if the
student has completed the full scope of the course programme and an individual task, but critically
analyzed only certain aspects of trends, schools, concepts, ideological currents in Hrushevsky
studies of the end of the 19th - beginning of the 21st century; the student understands the definition
of concepts; is able to formulate conclusions and generalizations based on theoretical knowledge
that are sufficiently reasoned;

C (75 - 81) — “credited” (generally correct performance with a certain number of
significant mistakes) is awarded if postgraduate student demonstrates sufficient knowledge of the
material, analyzes only certain aspects of directions, schools, concepts, ideological currents in
Hrushevsky studies of the late 19th - early 21st centuries; is able to formulate general conclusions
based on theoretical knowledge that are sufficiently reasoned; the presentation of the material is not
sufficiently systematized; in the definition of concepts, terminology and generalizations, there are
individual inaccuracies that are corrected independently, there are individual shortcomings in the
ability to carry out the design of scientific research.

D (67 — 74) — “credited" (quite good performance, but with a considerable number of
mistakes): the postgraduate student reproduces historiographical phenomena as a whole, analyzes
only certain aspects of directions, schools, concepts, ideological currents in Hrushevsky studies of
the end of the 19th - beginning of the 21st century; formulates uncomplicated general conclusions
based on theoretical knowledge that are sufficiently reasoned; at the same time, there are significant
gaps in the knowledge of defining concepts and categories.

E (60 — 66) — ""credited™ (performance meets the minimum acceptable criteria) is awarded if
the postgraduate student demonstrates vague, imprecise definitions of concepts and categories;
skills are insufficiently formulated, knowledge is fragmentary and does not fully correspond to the
competence of the subject.

FX (35 - 59) — “not credited” (with the right to retake the credit): the postgraduate student
has not demonstrated a sufficient level of knowledge of the material, most of the theoretical
questions are not solved, he does not understand the definition of the necessary concepts; gross
mistakes were made in the answers; there is no orientation in the subject of the studied discipline.

F (0 — 34) — "not credited™: a postgraduate student receives the grade due to complete
ignorance of the studied discipline with the necessary serious further work.



5. MEANS OF DIAGNOSIS OF LEARNING OUTCOMES
The means of diagnosis of the results of the academic discipline study are the assessment of
performances at seminar classes, an individual task, and interviews with the lecturer.

6. CONTENT OF THE EDUCATIONAL DISCIPLINE
Introduction. Historiography, sources and conceptual apparatus

Individual task

references, compliance with the requirements for design (the structure of the individual task
necessarily includes: introduction; main sections; conclusions; list of used sources and literature).

The average score for the semester is determined by the formula: N 5, where A is a total
of all current points gained by participation in seminar, n —number of presentations, K — the
maximum number of points assigned to this type of work.
An individual assignment is prepared during the semester and presentated at the end of the
semester.
A postgraduate student who missed or did not prepare seminar classes for valid reasons has the
right to retake the missed type of certification at another time during the semester.
During the interview with the lecturer, the postgraduate student must answer three theoretical
questions (maximum 10 points each).
Re-examinations are conducted in an oral form with assessment on a 100-point scale.
